The following information will serve as a guide in choosing the size (wattage) cf 
amplifier required for various installations. Determine the seating capacity or room 
volume in cubic feet for indoor systems or the area in square feet for outdoor systems, 
refer to the chart below and the last section will indicate the recommended wattage 
of the amplifier to use. The first column of the last section is the required wattage 
for installations with low noise levels, such as funeral homes, hospitals, quiet offices 
and warehouses. The second wattage column, where normal room noise is encoun-
tered, as in small restaurants, large offices, residential areas, light or medium manu-
facturing. The last column is for locations with very high noise levels such as heavy 
manufacturing, including boiler factories, pneumatic riveters, steel mills, large 
stadiums and outdoor street advertising or announcing.

Microphones 
A number of different types of microphones are in com-
mon use today and the following describes their features 
and application in a general manner to assist you in 
selecting a most suitable type. All of the following micro-
phones representing the majority of accepted manufac-
turers are listed on pages 26 to 29. 

Crystal Microphones 
Usually have good frequency range and therefore can 
be used for speech and music. The crystal microphone 
is considered a general purpose unit of light weight 
and economy and can be used for either indoor or out-
door work. Crystal microphones should not be used 
where temperatures reach 120 degrees. Such conditions 
often exist in a closed car on hot days. 

Dynamic Microphones 
These microphones prove most satisfactory as a general 
purpose microphone either indoors or outdoors, since 
wind will not prove troublesome under ordinary condi-
tions. It is not affected by climatic conditions and although 
no microphone is built to take too much abuse, this type 
is the most rugged. 

Velocity Microphones 
This type of microphone is recommended especially for 
music. The greatest response is obtained from the front 
and back and sounds from the sides of the microphone 
will not register as well. It is adaptable for recording 
and studio purposes but not for outdoor use where wind 
conditions are likely to affect its performance. 

Unidirectional Microphones 
These are microphones of the above mentioned types 
or combinations of them that incorporate a design that 
picks up equally all sounds from the front but loses its 
sensitivity as the source of sound moves to a position 
behind it, and becomes less sensitive to sounds from the 
rear and sides. This microphone is desirable in the 
majority of applications because its unidirectional char-
acteristics divide the audience from the entertainer--
the din of dancers from the orchestra, the roller noise 
of skaters from the microphone, etc. With the proper 
positioning of this unit with respect to the loud speakers, 
it will solve a great many troublesome feedback prob-
lems; thereby permitting greater volume levels to be 
used. 

Contact Microphones 
These units are mounted in direct contact with a vibrat-
ing element of the instrument whose music is being 
amplified. An instrument equipped with a contact micro-
phone can "solo" without moving closer to the regular 
microphone and feedback effects are greatly reduced. 

The unit is able to provide musical passages at will and 
can create many beautiful effects. 

Microphone Fidelity 
Now that you have decided upon the "type" of micro-

phone it is only necessary to consider the FIDELITY 
or quality of reproduction you desire. The fidelity is 
the accuracy with which a microphone reproduces all 
the sounds it picks up. As an example, a mike rated 
at 70 to 5000 cycles may be considered as an ideal one 
for speech only, one rated at 45 to 8000 cycles for speech 
and most music, and one rated at 30 to 10,000 cycles 
especially fine for all voice, speech and music. The 
better the fidelity of the microphone the more natural 
will be its tone. 

Speaker Equipment 
All speakers shown on our speaker pages have a power 
handling rating indicated in watts. When selecting a 
speaker or speakers, it is advisable to have the total 
wattage ratings of the speakers equal to or greater than 
the wattage output of the amplifier you have selected. 
If intended to use a 30-watt amplifier, a 10-watt speaker 
can be used by itself, but it would not be capable of 
handling the full output of the amplifier. Therefore more 
10-watt speakers would be recommended, or if one 
speaker only is to be used we would recommend one 
with a 30-watt rating. All speakers should operate in 
some kind of enclosure, to protect the speaker and act 
as a sounding board. Several types of enclosures or 
baffles are available and fully described on page 23. 

Proper Locations 
It is always advisable to locate the microphone of a 
sound system in such a position that the least amount 
of sound from the loud speakers will re-enter the mike. 
Wherever possible, operate the microphone as close 
as possible to the amplifier or try to keep the length of 
the microphone cable as short as possible. 

Speakers should be mounted in such a manner that 
they will reproduce the sound to the desired location 
only. It is well to keep in mind also that with a sound 
system the sound we wish to amplify can be distributed 
by wire more easily than by air. Consequently an 
announcement or call made into a microphone et a 
location such as a telephone switchboard can be con-
veyed to various selected locations in a large building 
by merely placing the speaker in the proper area. It is 
recommended to use more speakers in order to distribute 
sound properly and tend to saturate the area with sound 
rather than have it blast from one speaker and create 
unnatural effects. For instance, in a large church with 
a high dome and ceiling and hard walls, one or two 
speakers would cause the sound to reflect from the walls 
in all directions and possibly create an echo effect as 
well as distortion. By using two or more speakers on each 
side of the church walls and not too high from the floor, 
a soft mellow effect would result with the sound property 
distributed only where it is required, that is in the seating 
area and not at the dome or ceiling.

WALL MOUNT BAFFLES 
Flat baffle boards can be used for 
mounting speakers flush with walls, 
but in most cases wall mounting 
speaker baffles (see illus. GL), are 
used for installations such as ball 
rooms, restaurants, offices and 
churches. A speaker carrying case is 
another type of baffle for use in all 
portable work. The third is a reflex 
baffle (see illus. GU, page 23), which 
has been designed to emphasize bass 
response, and provides excellent re-
sults for music where low tones are 
important as from organs in mortu-
aries and churches. The above men-
tioned l'affles are very popular in bet-
ter type installations and they spread 
the sound over wide areas rather than 
direct them over longer distances. 

PROJECTORS 
These tend to direct sound and carry 
it farther than wall baffles. They create 
a crisp penetrating tone and are rec-
ommended for directing sound under 
structures such as balconies and out 
over athletic fields or stands. The con-
ventional type of metal projector (illus. 
GM) accommodates the regular cone 
type of speakers and protects them 
from the elements to a certain degree. 

TRUMPETS 
These are also projectors often referred 
to as reflex type (illus. GO), and are 
usually longer. They have been de-
signed for use with the driver type 
unit (shown below, illus. GO) of 
speaker and direct sound the farthest 
possible distance. Extensive use for 
these units is found in chime installa-
tions, stadiums and other similar large 
sound installations. 
Baffles are not included in the basic 15 
watt Deluxe and 30 watt Economy 
Sound Systems because baffles are 
always selected to meet the individual 
requirements of the location in which 
the sound equipment is installed. How-

WALL MOUNT BAFFLES 
Flat baffle boards can be used for 
mounting speakers flush with walls, 
but in most cases wall mounting 
speaker baffles are used for installa-
tions such as ball rooms, restaurants, 
offices and churches. A speaker car-
rying case is another type of baffle for 
use in all portable work. The wall 
baffle (see illus. GU, page 23), which 
has been designed to emphasize bass 
response and provides excellent re-
sults for music where low tones are 
important, as from organs in mortu-
aries and churches.

to as reflex type (illus. GY) and are 
usually longer. They have been de-
signed for use with the driver units 
shown at right (illus: D), and direct 
sound the farthest possible distance. 
Extensive use for these units is found 
in chime installations, stadiums and 
other similar large sound installations.
